Problem: Some third party add-on's do not preview/print correctly with the latest Quick Report version 1.1 the report image is crushed into the top left corner of the page.





Purpose: To allow backward compatibility with QuickReport for add-on's designed prior to QuickRep version 0.9 without affecting any currently compatible add-on's.





QUICKREP.COM is a patch file which will allow you to include add-on's such as  CrossTab by Kevin Liu and TeeChart by David Berneda using the latest Quick Report version 1.1 whilst still being able to take advantage of the new features of QR 1.1 for your other reports.





Installation:


IMPORTANT!  This Patch is for the 32 bit version 1.1 QUICKREP.DCU Only!!


Version 1.1 is available for Registered and Non-Registered users at http://www.qsd.no/scripts/filelist.exe


If you have a non-registered version of Quick Report 1.1 (no quickrep.pas file) simply copy quickrep.com into the directory containing your library quickrep.dcu file, make a backup of quickrep.dcu and simply run quickrep.com then Rebuild the library file.





If you are a registered user of Quick Report you can edit the source file quickrep.pas as follows:


change the constant on line 115 to read


cQRExpanded : Integer = 4;


(Original line was cQRExpanded = 4;)


then Rebuild the library file.





IN USE:


To Print/Preview reports designed for earlier versions of Quick Report simply add the line


cQRExpanded := 1; 


above your normal report calling code e.g.





cQRExpanded := 1;


CrossReport1.Preset;


Crossreport1.Preview;





You only need to add the cQRExpanded := 1; line to use incompatible third party add-on's, use the normal code for your own reports.





This patch file has not been endorsed by any third party vendor. Use this patch at your own risk, it works perfectly for me, try it yourself, if you are happy use it freely, if you are not happy simply delete it from your disk and revert back to your original QUICKREP.DCU file.
