The reason for wanting to have more base memory available (memory within the first MB, also called lower)is usually a DOS program notice telling us that there is not enough memory to run the program. Sometimes that means that the DOS program is simply too large to fit in whats available, on the other hand there seem to be programs run out of multitasking OS’s like Windows which, although they look like real Windows compatible programs on the outside, have true DOS innards, at least partially. Then you get a Windows message box that there is not enough memory available to run the program.





While running Windows95 I stumbled on two occasions that look the same, yet have different causes: A message box stating that not enough memory is available and its close friend, a messagebox stating that this task can not be run presently and would you mind to try later. After checking on lower memory available I didn’t find any space problem here. But since I’m running off a compressed drive, the host drive is rather slim (some 2MB) on installation win95 insists on putting the swapfile there. Moving the swapfile to another drive cures thid variant of the memory problem.

This leaves all the „clean setup freaks“ (I’m one myself I must admit) with very little DOS memory when booting to DOS directly. In a DOS window yet you get a decent largest executable program size of 619,104(605K). If you don’t need any drivers that’s fine I should imagine.

Interesting the largest program in DOS only can be 570k versus 613k in a DOS window in Windows95. Also note the Total under 1MB is 751,024. �
In the next step, adding all sorts of drivers (we have 77,392 bytes free upper memory gobbled up by vmm32 with win95 loaded) we end up with this config.sys (the parameters highscan and I=B000-B7FF stem from prevoius experiments with memmaker and enlarge the upper memory area as we will see)

The interesting fact is, we get more DOS memory in a DOS window than with DOS alone and the amount of memory is sufficient for most DOS applications I should think. The difference in allocated memory to a boot without config.sys and autoexec.bat altogether probably stems from different settings for files, buffers and stacks which are also documented somewhere. I don’t recall wether it was in the carepack or in the documentation on CD. Also there was mentioned, that the only way to override the config settings of win95 was with the dos=noauto switch. But it appears that with a certain arrangement as memmakers, mixtures are possible also. The emm386 include and highscan statements enlargened the upper memory from 95,664 to 116,128.�
After reading thru a couple of documents on the cd (see reference list page 1 and the DOS 6.22 Help function on config.sys) I removed the share statement, created a multiple boot instance of config.sys and after installing corel 4.0, which added yet another line to config.sys I let memmaker run another time. There’s no difference in the result for the boot to DOS output concerning net lowmemory , but the dos window in win95 shows, that vmm32 can’t get below a certain value, then it gobbles lower memory as well as umb’s. Still this leaves plenty of space for real mode drivers needed, I should think. By poking around in all the little bits of information I found a couple of interesting insights: rem=; , device?= causes a yes/no prompt to appear, memmaker is not really clever, but it can provide contiguous pieces of umb for better useage and most if not all statements can be moved from autoexec.bat to config.sys.





Here comes an example of the multiboot capabilities of config.sys, it contains five choices. If no selection takes places menudefault is executed. [base_config] doesn’t contain any statements, if this is choosen it’s behaving like not having a config.sys at all, the others are combinations of various real mode drivers loaded.

       Memory: All set to AUTO, Protected box and HMA box checked

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     all shortcut keyes except Alt+Tab disabled.





     I did not use single DOS mode. 





     When I ran Tie Fighter, the software couln't recognise the sound card

If you are using notepad to read a file


     then it reads it in, displays it and doesn't worry about the actual file


     on disk until you try and write it aout again. This is just one aspect


     of file sharing that I have used as a programmer and might not be


     applicable to your problem (I haven't got the start of this thread).
