WIN95 CD-ROM Installation for Compaq Aero





The following instructions will allow you to sucessfully install WIN95 on your Aero from a Desktop CD-ROM.





Requires:


		1) Compaq Aero Computer


		2) Winlink software installed on both computers


		     (can be found in Winlink directory on Aero)


		3) Desktop computer with CD-ROM drive 


		4) Parallel link cable (found at most computer stores)


		5) Available parallel port on both computers.





Step 1	-	Insure there is at least 80 meg free space on Aero.





Step 2	-	a) Boot Desktop computer in DOS command mode. NOT WINDOWS.





		b) change to winlink subdirectory and type the following: 


		


		L2D /LPTx -> where x is the parallel port the link cable is connected to.


		


Step 3	-	a) Boot Aero computer in DOS command mode.





		b) change to winlink subdirectory and type the following: 


		


		L2D /LPTx ALL -> where x is the parallel port the link cable is connected to.


		


		then:	





		L2DMAP





		c1) select unmapped drive e.g., -> D:Unmapped


		


		c2) select CD-ROM drive from next window





		c3) exit L2DMAP





Step 4	-	Start Windows from Aero computer


		


		a) from Program Manager select Run/Browse then the drive you mapped, e.g., D:





		b) highlight file named Setup.exe and Run





Step 5	-	WIN95 CD-ROM is now accessible for installation.

IMPORTANT NOTES





Anytime you must add or change, or for that matter run a CD-ROM on your AERO, you MUST first


start in Command MODE. This is done by pushiing F8 key when you see the line "Windows 95 Starting"


on your computer.





The drive MUST me mapped prior to starting Win95 in order for the mapped drive to be recognized.





WIN95 supports PCMCIA and  Power management. 





I also recommend you reinstall all your Windows programs, if possible for a "cleaner" windows.  If so,


you no longer need hibernation, CPQDOS, CPQWIN, MSDOS, WINDOWS directories IF you install WIN95


into a new directory.





P.S. by installing WIN95 in a new folder, I was able to eliminate over 47 meg from original windows & DOS 


directories which resulted in no loss of disk space from WIN95 installation.





Additionally, I installed Plus package with Drivespace 3 compression and doubled the 170 meg drive to over 


380 meg with the compression set for both spped and compression.
