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Since this is soon after the release of Win95 and coupled with the fact that I have been uploading icons compatable to Win95; I felt I should write this brief text on the use of Win95 icons.





As of this writing the only utility that I am aware of capable of creating the multiple format icons is Microangelo(TM) from Impact Software.  I feel sure that many others are to come  in the near future. The outlined procedure below is for Win95 and will work with any multiple image format no matter how created.





Assumptions:  1. You are running under Win95


	           2. Your color depth is "High Color" (16 bit) or higher


	           3. You have Microangelo setup on your system ( or other icon utility capable of                                                                                                                               		viewing/editing/managing the multiple image icons)





To place the icon on your desktop





	1.  Select the item (shortcut) for which you want to change icons.


	2.  Right click on it.


	3.  Select "Properties"


	4.  At the top of the displayed screen you will see two tabs....select "shortcut"


	5.  Near the bottom right of the next screen select "Change Icon"


	6.  You will now see what is perhaps a familiar screen from which to supply the path to your     	       	     selected icon.


		a.) Type the path to your icon            exp: C:\windows\system\cool.dll 


		 		               	-or-


		b.)  Select "Browse" and click your way to your selected icon.


		( In both of the above methods your icon will be displayed prior to final selection)


	7.  Once you have the icon that you want displayed in the upper left of the shortcut screen


	     select "Apply" and it will be applyed to your desktop as the icon that represents your shortcut.


	8.  Select "OK" to return to the desktop.





How to see the different image formats on your desktop.


      		(Changing the size of the desktop icons)





	1.  Right click any where on the desktop...but not on an icon, just blank area.


	2.  Select "Properties" 


	3.  Select "Appearance"


	4.  Find the drop down box marked "ITEM" open it to "Icon" and click on it.


	5.  The "Size" box will now be enabled.


	6.  Scroll the spinner up/down to your desired size.


		(Currently the accepted sizes are 16,32,and 48 for best results...you may choose any size)


	7.  Select "Apply" an then "OK"   Your icons have now changed to the size  selected.





Notes:   If you have Plus! installed you have the added feature of (among many) of 256 color icons and will really enjoy the 48x48 icons on your desktop.  Until you are proficient in creating icons; checkout cool.dll in the windows system directory  C:\windows\system\cool.dll .  Put a few on your desktop and change to 48x48 and notice how much better they are than the "scaled up" icons!  This will make you want to cerate your own.  Make a folder for your creations...C:\ MyDesk and store all your desktop icons here so that changing will come from a single folder.   Most of all Have Fun!  If I can be of help; drop me an email.
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
