Introducing AIBO Fun Pack

AIBO Fun Pack (ERF-PCOL) is a PC application that enhances the features of
the AIBO-ware “AlBO Life (ERF-210AWO01)” so that you can more fully
enjoy living with and raising AIBO. AIBO Fun Pack is composed of four main
parts.

B AIBO Advisor

You can check AIBO’s condition and refer to past records. I'll try to answer
any questions you may have about AIBO. I'll also advise you on how to
improve AIBO's environment and how to develop your relationship with
AIBO.

You can also see athumbnail view of the pictures taken by AIBO.



B AIBO Diary

AIBO keeps adiary where you can see AIBO'’s photos and read entries written
by AIBO. Diary contents can be printed or converted to data for uploading to
your homepage.

H AIBO Time

Enjoy features that take advantage of AIBO’sinternal clock. Set AIBO to wake
up in the morning and emit a sound of your choice. To celebrate a special
occasion with AIBO, set the date and time and choose a sound. You can even
have AIBO play back an original message.

M Extras
You'll find AIBO’'s movie, wallpapers and icons featuring AIBO and me. Have
fun with them on your PC.

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System requirements
To use AIBO Fun Pack, you need a PC equipped with a“Memory Stick” slot.

B “Memory Stick” capability

The “Memory Stick” containing the AIBO-ware “AIBO Life” isthe interface
between AIBO Fun Pack and your AIBO. The “Memory Stick” is removed
from AIBO and its data read with AIBO Fun Pack on your PC.

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Get AIBO to take pictures

If you call out to AIBO to take a picture, AIBO will signal that it is standing by
and then take a picture. Snapshots taken by AIBO are added to the Photo
Album for you to browse. They will also be added to AIBO’s Diary. So get

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How long is AIBO’s memory?

The “Memory Stick” retains up to seven day’s worth of data (and seven
photos, page 20) for AIBO Fun Pack. Older data will be erased. When AIBO
expresses joy or sadness or shows curiosity, it'sagood ideato take out the
“Memory Stick” from AIBO and ook at the data with AIBO Fun Pack.
Records of AIBO’s growth, diary entries and photos will be saved to the PC.

How does AIBO count the days?

We think of our days ending not at midnight but when we go to bed. InAIBO
Fun Pack, to accommodate both early-birds and night-owls, AIBO’s day
begins when AIBO is activated after 4:00 in the morning and ends the last time
AIBO is paused before 4:00 the next morning.

AIBO makes a new entry to the diary after AIBO’s day ends so you cannot
read it until the following day. Because AIBO’s day does not end until you
pause AIBO, if you leave AIBO on over a period of several days, this period
will be counted as a single day and diary entries corresponding to those days
will not be made.
