Ergonomic Considerations

You will be using your computer as a portable device in a variety of environments. Whenever possible, you should attempt to
take account of the following ergonomic considerations to both stationary and portable environments:

Q Position of your computer — Place the computer directly in front of you (1). Keep your forearms horizontal (2), with your
wrists in a neutral, comfortable position (3) while using the keyboard, touch pad, or external mouse. Let your upper arms hang
naturally at your sides. Have breaks during sessions with your computer. Excessive use of the computer may strain muscles
or tendons.

Q Furniture and posture — Sit in a chair with good back support. Adjust the level of the chair so your feet are flat on the floor.
A footrest may make you more comfortable. Sit in a relaxed, upright posture and avoid slouching forward or leaning far
backwards.

4 Viewing angle of the computer's display — Use the display's tilting feature to find the best position. You can reduce eye
strain and muscle fatigue by adjusting the tilt of the display to the proper position. Adjust the brightness setting of the display
as well.

Q Lighting — Choose a location where windows and lights do not create glare and reflection on the display. Use indirect lighting
to avoid bright spots on the display. You can also purchase accessories for your display that help reduce glare. Proper lighting
adds to your comfort and work effectiveness.

Q Positioning an external display — When using an external display, set the display at a comfortable viewing distance. Make
sure the display screen is at eye level or slightly lower when you are sitting in front of the monitor.

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About the Indicator Lights

Indicator Functions

Power () llluminates when the power of the computer is on, blinks in Standby mode, and turns off when the computer is in
Hibernate mode or off.

Battery {3 llluminates when the computer is using battery power, blinks when the battery is running out of power, and double-

blinks when the battery is charging.

Memory Stick Pro/Duo <<=

llluminates when data is read from or written to the Memory Stick media. (Do not enter Standby mode or turn off the
computer when this indicator is on.) When the indicator is off, the Memory Stick media is not being used.

Optical disc drive & (VGN-A
series only)

llluminates when data is read from or written to the optical disc. When the indicator is off, the optical disc is not being
used.

Mute oX (VGN-A series only)

llluminates when the volume is turned off.

Brightness O (VGN-A series only)

llluminates when the screen is on maximum brightness intensity.

Hard disk (J

llluminates when data is read from or written to the hard disk. Do not enter Standby mode or turn off the computer
when this indicator is on.

Num Lock

Press the Num LK key to activate the numeric keypad. Press it a second time to deactivate the numeric keypad. The
numeric keypad is not active when the indicator is off.

Caps Lock

Press the Caps Lock key to type letters in uppercase. Letters appear in lowercase if you press the Shift key while
the indicator is on. Press the key a second time to turn off the indicator. Normal typing resumes when the Caps Lock
indicator is off.

Scroll Lock

Press the Scroll Lock key to change how you scroll the display. Normal scrolling resumes when the Scroll Lock
indicator is off. The Scroll Lock key functions differently depending on the program you are using and does not work
with all programs.

Bluetooth

llluminates when the WIRELESS switch is set to ON and Bluetooth technology is enabled.

WIRELESS LAN

llluminates when the wireless LAN function is running.
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Connecting a Power Source

You can use either an AC adapter or a rechargeable battery pack as a power source.

Using the AC Adapter
To use the AC adapter

Plug one end of the power cord (1) into the AC adapter.

2 Plug the other end of the power cord into an AC outlet (2).
3 Plug the cable attached to the AC adapter (3) into the DC In port (4) on the computer.

Make sure that the AC outlet is easily accessible.

If you do not use the AC adapter for a long period of time, put your computer into Hibernate mode. See Using Hibernate Mode (page 125). This power
saving mode saves you the time of shutting down in the normal way.

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Charging the Battery Pack

The battery pack supplied with your computer is not fully charged at the time of purchase.

To charge the battery pack
1 Install the battery pack.

2 Connect the AC adapter to the computer.
The computer automatically charges the battery (the battery indicator light flashes in a double blink pattern as the battery

charges).
Battery indicator light status Meaning
On The computer is using battery power.
Blinks The battery is running out of power.
Double blinks The battery is charging.
Off The computer is using AC power.

When the battery is running out of power, both the battery and power indicator lights blink.

Keep the battery pack in the computer while it is directly connected to AC power. The battery pack continues to charge while you are using the computer.
If the battery level falls below 10%, you should either attach the AC adapter to recharge the battery or shut down your computer and install a fully charged
battery.

The battery pack supplied with your computer is a lithium ion battery and can be recharged any time. Charging a partially discharged battery does not affect
battery life.

The battery indicator light is on while you use the battery pack as a power source. When the battery life is nearly depleted, both the battery and power
indicator lights start flashing.

For some software applications and some peripheral devices, your computer may not enter Hibernate mode even when battery life is low. To avoid loss of

data when using battery power, you should save your data frequently and manually activate a power management mode, such as Standby or Hibernate. If
the battery wears out when your computer enters Standby mode, you will lose any unsaved data. Going back to the previous work state is impossible. To
avoid loss of data, you should save your data frequently.

When the computer is directly connected to AC power and has a battery pack installed, it uses power from the AC outlet.
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Removing the Battery Pack
To remove the battery pack

Your keyboard is very similar to a desktop computer's, but has additional keys that perform model-specific tasks.

Combinations and Functions with the Fn Key

Fn + = (F3/F4): speaker volume (VGN-FS series only) | Adjusts the built-in speaker volume.
To increase volume, press Fn+F4 and then 4 or =», or keep pressing Fn+F4.

Fn + O (F5/F6): brightness control Adjusts the brightness of the LCD.

Do not strike or shake the computer while writing data onto a disc.

Deactivate the screen saver and exit anti-virus software before writing data onto a disc.

Do not use memory-resident utility software while writing data to a disc. This may cause the computer to malfunction.
When using your software application to burn discs, make sure you exit and close all other applications.

Never touch the surface of the disc. Fingerprints and dust on the surface of a disc may cause writing errors.

Do not switch power modes while using the pre-installed software and while using the CD burning software.

Never put stickers on discs. This will affect the use of the disc irreparably.

Connect and use the AC adapter to power your computer or make sure your battery is at least 50 percent charged.

Q Do not use memory-resident utility software to speed up disc access when playing a DVD. This may cause the computer to
malfunction.

a Deactivate the screen saver and exit anti-virus software before playing a disc.

0 Some discs recorded at 20 or 24 bits may produce noise while playing. If you have audio devices connected, this may damage
your hearing and the speakers. Reduce the volume before playing a DVD.

a Do not switch power saving modes while the computer is playing a DVD.

Q Region codes indicators are labeled on the DVDs to indicate in which region and on what type of player you can play the disc.
Unless a "2" (Europe belongs to region "2") or "all" (this means that you can play this DVD in most regions of the world) is
labeled on your DVD disc or on the packaging, you cannot play the disc on this player.

If you change the DVD region code while the WinDVD software is running, restart the software or eject the disc and re-insert it to make the new setting
effective.

Q Do not try to change the region code settings of the DVD drive. Any difficulties caused by changing the region code settings
of the DVD drive are out of warranty.

0 Right-click the file(s) or folder(s), point to Send To, and click the optical disc drive” name.

Using Wireless LAN (WLAN)

Using the Sony Wireless LAN (WLAN), all your digital devices with built-in WLAN functionality communicate freely with each other
through a powerful network. A WLAN is a network in which a user can connect to a local area network (LAN) through a wireless
(radio) connection. So there is no need anymore to pull cables or wires through walls and ceilings.

The Sony WLAN supports all normal Ethernet activities, but with the added benefits of mobility and roaming. You can still access
information, internet/intranet and network resources, even in the middle of a meeting, or as you move from one place to another.

You can communicate without an Access Point, which means that you can communicate between a limited number of computers
(ad-hoc). Or you can communicate through an Access Point, which allows you to create a full infrastructure network
(infrastructure).

#

In some countries, using WLAN products may be restricted by the local regulations (e.g. limited number of channels). Therefore, before activating the WLAN
functionality, read the Wireless LAN Regulation carefully. Channel selection is explained further in this manual (see Wireless LAN Channel Selection (page
55)).

WLAN uses the IEEE802.11b/g standard, which specifies the used technology. The standard includes the encryption method: Wired Equivalent Privacy
(WEP), which is a security protocol and WiFi Protected Access (WPA - Proposed jointly by the IEEE and Wi-Fi Alliance, WiFi Protected Access is a
specification of standards based, interoperable security enhancements that increase the level of data protection and access control for existing WiFi
networks. WPA has been designed to be forward compatible with the IEEE802.11i specification. It utilizes the enhanced data encryption TKIP (Temporal Key
Integrity Protocol) in addition to user authentication using 802.1X and EAP (Extensible Authentication Protocol)). Data encryption protects the vulnerable
wireless link between clients and Access Points. Besides that, there are other typical LAN security mechanisms to ensure privacy, such as: password
protection, end-to-end encryption, virtual private networks, and authentication.

Wireless LAN devices using the IEEE802.11a standard and the ones using the IEEE802.11b or g standard cannot communicate because the frequencies are
different.

IEEE802.11b: The standard speed is 11 Mbps, or about 30 to 100 times faster than a standard dial up.

IEEE802.11a/g: The standard speed is 54 Mbps, or about 5 times faster than a Wireless LAN device using the IEEE802.11b standard.
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Communicating without an Access Point (Ad-hoc)

An ad-hoc network is a network in which a local network is created only by the wireless devices themselves, with no other central
controller or Access Point. Each device communicates directly with other devices in the network. You can set up an ad-hoc

network easily at home.

When the communication speed is not as fast as expected, changing the wireless channel on the access point may increase the communication speed.

When you use a battery as the power source for your computer, you can take advantage of power management settings to
conserve battery life. In addition to the normal operating mode, which allows you to turn off specific devices, your computer has
two distinct power saving modes: Standby and Hibernate. When using battery power, you should be aware that the computer
automatically enters Hibernate mode when the remaining battery charge becomes short, regardless of the power management
setting you select.

If the battery level falls below 10 percent, you should either attach the AC adapter to recharge the battery or shut down your computer and install a fully
charged battery.

Using Normal Mode

This is the normal state of your computer when it is in use. The green power indicator light is on in this mode. To save power
while not working, you can turn off a specific device such as the LCD or the hard disk.
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Using Standby Mode

Standby mode turns off the LCD screen and sets the hard disk and the CPU to a low power consumption mode. The umber power
light flashes in this mode.

If you press the power button for more than four seconds, the computer will switch off automatically. You will lose any unsaved data.

When the computer is in Standby mode, you cannot insert a disc.
The computer comes out of Standby mode quicker than out of Hibernate mode.
Standby mode uses more power than Hibernate mode.

If the battery runs down when your computer enters Standby mode, you will lose any unsaved data. Going back to the previous work state is impossible.
To avoid loss of data, you should save your data frequently.

If the computer is not used for 25 minutes, it will enter Standby mode. To avoid this, you can change the Standby mode settings.

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Upgrading Your VAIO Computer

Your computer and memory modules use high precision components and electronic connectors technology. To avoid the
invalidation of your guarantee due to mishandling, we recommend that:

Q You contact your dealer to install a new memory module.

Q You do not install it yourself, if you are not familiar with upgrading memory on a computer.

Q You do not touch the connectors or open the memory panel.

For the type of module and amount of memory installed on your computer, refer to the printed Specifications sheet.
Contact VAIO-Link if you need assistance.
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Adding and Removing Memory

If you want to expand the functionality of your computer, you can increase the memory by installing optional memory modules.
Before you upgrade your computer's memory, read the notes and procedures in the following pages. The number of available
slots depends on the configuration of your computer.

Notes on adding/removing memory modules

Q Be careful when changing memory. Improper installation of memory modules may cause damage to your system. This
damage may void your manufacturer’s warranty.

Q Only use memory modules that are compatible with your computer. If a memory module is not detected by your computer or
Windows becomes unstable, contact your sales dealer or the manufacturer of your memory module.

Q Electrostatic discharge can damage electronic components. Before touching a memory module, ensure the following:

Q The procedures described in this document assume familiarity with the general terminology associated with personal
computers and with the safety practices and regulatory compliance required for using and modifying electronic
equipment.

Q Turn off the computer and disconnect the system from its power source (that is, battery or AC adapter) and from any
telecommunication links, networks, or modems before you open the computer. Failure to do so may result in personal
injury or equipment damage.

Q Electrostatic Discharge (ESD) can damage memory modules and other components. Install the memory module only at
an ESD workstation. If such a station is not available, do not work in a carpeted area, and do not handle materials that
produce or hold static electricity (cellophane wrappers, for example). Ground yourself by maintaining contact with an
unpainted metal portion of the chassis while performing the procedure.

Q Do not open the memory module package until you are ready to change the module. The package protects the module
from ESD.

a Use the special bag delivered with the memory module or wrap the module in aluminum foil to protect it from electrostatic
discharge.
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Q Introducing any liquids or any foreign substances or objects into the memory slots, or other internal components of the
computer, will result in damage to the computer and any repair costs will not be covered by the warranty.

Q Do not place the memory module in places subject to:

Heat sources such as radiators or air ducts

Direct sunlight

Excessive dust

Mechanical vibration or shock

Strong magnets or speakers that are not magnetically shielded
Ambient temperature of more than 35°C or less than 5°C

High humidity

Q Handle the memory module with care. To avoid injuries to your hands and fingers, do not touch the edges of the components
and circuit boards inside your computer.

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Precautions

On Handling the LCD Screen

Do not leave the LCD facing the sun. This could damage the LCD. Be careful when using the computer near a window.
Do not scratch the LCD or exert pressure on it. This could cause a malfunction.

Using the computer in low temperature conditions may produce a residual image on the screen. This is not a malfunction.
When the computer returns to normal temperature, the screen returns to normal.

A residual image may appear on the screen if the same image is displayed for a lengthy period of time. The residual image
disappears in a while. You can use a screen saver to prevent residual images.

The screen becomes warm during operation. This is normal and does not indicate a malfunction.

The LCD is manufactured using high-precision technology. You may, however, see tiny black points and/or bright points (red,
blue, or green) that continuously appear on the LCD. This is a normal result of the manufacturing process and does not
indicate a malfunction.

Avoid rubbing the LCD screen. This could damage the screen. Use a soft, dry cloth to wipe the LCD screen.
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On Using the Power Source

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See the printed Specifications sheet to check the power operation of your computer.
Do not share the AC outlet with other power-consuming equipment, such as a photocopier or shredder.

You can purchase a power strip with a surge protector. This device prevents damage to your computer caused by sudden
power surges, in an electrical storm, for example.

Do not place heavy objects on the power cord.

To disconnect the cord, pull it out by the plug. Never pull the cord itself.

Unplug your computer from the AC outlet if you are planning to not use the computer for a long time.
Make sure that the AC outlet is easily accessible.

When the AC adapter is not used, unplug it from the AC outlet.

Use the AC adapter that comes with your computer or genuine Sony products. Do not use any other AC adapter as it may
cause a malfunction.
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On Handling Your Computer

Q Clean the cabinet with a soft cloth, which is dry or lightly moistened with a mild detergent solution. Do not use any type of
abrasive pad, scouring powder, or solvent such as alcohol or benzine, as these may damage the finish of your computer.

Q If you drop a solid object or any liquid onto the computer, shut down your computer and then unplug it. You may want to have
the computer checked by qualified personnel before operating it again.

Q Do not drop the computer or place heavy objects on top of the computer.
Q Do not place your computer in a location subject to:

Heat sources, such as radiators or air ducts

Direct sunlight

Excessive dust

Moisture or rain

Mechanical vibration or shock

Strong magnets or speakers that are not magnetically shielded
Ambient temperature of more than 35°C or less than 5°C

High humidity

Q Do not place electronic equipment near your computer. The electromagnetic field of your computer may cause a malfunction.
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Q Provide adequate air circulation to prevent internal heat from building up. Do not place your computer on porous surfaces
such as rugs or blankets, or near material such as curtains or draperies that may block its ventilation slots.

Q The computer uses high-frequency radio signals and may cause interference to radio or TV reception. If this occurs, relocate
the computer a suitable distance away from the set.

Q Use only specified peripheral equipment and interface cables; otherwise, problems may occur.
Q Do not use cut or damaged connection cables.
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Q If the computer is brought directly from a cold location to a warm one, moisture may condense inside your computer. In this
case, allow at least one hour before turning on your computer. If any problems occur, unplug your computer and contact VAIO-
Link.

Q Make sure you disconnect the power cord before cleaning the computer.
4 To avoid losing data if your computer is damaged, back up your data regularly.
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On Handling Floppy Disks

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Do not open the shutter manually or touch the surface of the floppy disk.
Keep floppy disks away from magnets.
Keep floppy disks away from direct sunlight and other sources of heat.

Keep the floppy disk away from any liquid. Do not let the floppy disk get wet. When you are not using the floppy disk, always
remove it from the floppy disk drive and use a storage case.

If the floppy disk comes with a label, make sure that the label is properly attached. If the edge of the label is curled up, the
label may stick to the inside of the floppy disk drive and cause a malfunction or damage your floppy disk.
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On Handling Discs

Do not touch the surface of the disc.
Do not drop or bend the disc.

Fingerprints and dust on the surface of a disc may cause read errors. Always hold the disc by its edges and central hole, as
shown below:

Proper care of the disc is essential to its continuous reliability. Do not use solvents (such as benzine, thinner, alcohol,
commercially available cleaners, or anti-static spray) which may cause damage to the disc.

For normal cleaning, hold the disc by its edge and use a soft cloth to wipe the surface from the center out.

If the disc is badly soiled, moisten a soft cloth with water, wring it out well, and use it to wipe the surface of the disc from the
center out. Wipe off any remaining moisture with a dry soft cloth.

Never put stickers on discs. This will affect the use of the disc irreparably.
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On Using the Battery Pack

A Do not leave the battery pack in temperatures above 60°C, such as in a car parked in the sun or under direct sunlight.

Q Battery life is shorter in a cold environment. This is due to decreased battery efficiency at low temperatures.

Q Charge the batteries at temperatures between 10°C to 30°C. Lower temperatures require a longer charging time.

Q While the battery is in use or being charged, the battery pack heats up. This is normal and is not cause for concern.

Q Keep the battery pack away from all sources of heat.

Q Keep the battery pack dry.

Q Do not open or try to disassemble the battery pack.

Q Do not expose the battery pack to any mechanical shock.

Q If you are not using the computer for an extended period of time, remove the battery pack from the computer to prevent
damage to the battery.

Q [f, after fully charging the battery pack, the battery power is still low, the battery pack may be reaching the end of its life and
should be replaced.

d You do not need to discharge the battery before recharging.

Q If you have not used the battery pack for a considerable amount of time, recharge the battery.



Precautions

On Using Headphones

O Road safety — Do not use headphones while driving, cycling, or operating any motorized vehicle. It may create a traffic hazard
and is illegal in some areas. It can also be potentially dangerous to play loud music while walking, especially at pedestrian
crossings.

a Preventing hearing damage — Avoid using headphones at high volume. Hearing experts advise against continuous, loud
and extended play. If you experience a ringing in your ears, reduce the volume or discontinue use.

On Handling Memory Stick Media

Do not use the media in locations that are subject to static electricity or electrical noise.
Do not touch the Memory Stick media connector with your finger or metallic objects.
Use only the label supplied with the Memory Stick media as a label.

Do not bend, drop, or apply strong shock to the Memory Stick media.

Do not disassemble or modify Memory Stick media.

Do not let Memory Stick media get wet.
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Do not use or store Memory Stick media in a location subject to:

Q Extremely high temperatures, such as in a car parked in the sun
Q Direct sunlight

Q High humidity or

Q Corrosive substances

Q Use the storage case supplied with the Memory Stick media.
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On Handling the Hard Disk

The hard disk has a high storage density and reads or writes data in a short time. However, it can be easily damaged by
mechanical vibration, shock or dust.

Although the hard disk has the internal safety device to prevent losing data due to mechanical vibration, shock or dust, you should
be careful when handling your computer.

To avoid damaging your hard disk

Do not subject your computer to sudden movements.

Keep the computer away from magnets.

Do not place your computer in a location subject to mechanical vibration or in an unstable position.
Do not move your computer while the power is on.

Do not turn off the power or restart the computer while reading or writing data to disk.
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Do not use your computer in a place subject to extreme changes in temperature.

If the hard disk is damaged, the data cannot be restored.

I cannot switch from LCD display to TV and vice versa

If a DVD disc is inserted in the optical disc drive, remove the disc.

My optical disc drive tray does not open
Q Make sure the computer is turned on and press the disc eject button*.

)
Try first the disc eject button™. If this button does not work, then press the substitute disc eject button™ on the optical disc drive. The disc eject button is

disabled until you start your computer and log on to Windows.
Q Click Start and then My Computer. Right-click the optical disc drive and select Eject.
Q Make sure the computer is not in Standby or Hibernate mode.

Q If this does not work, try the following:
Turn off the computer and insert a sharp, pointed object (for example a paperclip) into the manual eject hole* on the optical

disc drive to slide out the tray.

* The location of the eject button and hole depends on the model of your computer. See the printed Specifications sheet for details on your model.
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| cannot play a disc

After inserting the disc, wait for a few seconds for the system to detect it before you try to access it.

Make sure the label of the disc is facing up.

If the disc requires software, make sure the software is installed according to the instructions of the program.
Check the volume of your speakers.

Clean the disc with an appropriate cleaner.

Make sure your computer is running on AC power supply only and try the disc again.

There may be condensation in the drive. Remove the disc and leave the drive open for approximately one hour. Remove the
battery while you wait for the condensation to disappear.

Troubleshooting

| cannot play a DVD

Q If a region code warning appears when you are using your DVD player, it could be that the DVD you are trying to play is
incompatible with the optical disc drive on your computer. The region code is listed on the packaging of the disc.

Q Change the resolution under Control Panel - Display to a lower resolution.
Q If you see video but cannot hear sound, check all of the following:
a Make sure the mute setting is off on your DVD player.
Q Check the Master Volume settings of the Sounds and Audio Device Properties.

Q If you have connected speakers externally, check the volume settings of your computer speakers and check the
connections between your speakers and the computer.

Q Inthe Device Manager, check that the correct drivers are installed properly. To display the Device Manager, click Start,
Control Panel, and Performance and Maintenance. Click the System icon and then the Device Manager button on the
Hardware tab.

Q A dirty or damaged disc may cause the computer to "hang" while it tries to read the disc. If necessary, reboot the computer,
remove the disc and then check that it is not dirty or damaged.

Q Check your PG settings (Parental Guidance) in the DVD software as they might be preventing you from playing certain DVDs
when they are activated.

On your computer, the default DVD region code is 2. Do not change this setting using the Region Code Change function in Windows, or using any other
software applications. System malfunctions originating from the user changing the DVD region code are beyond the scope of your warranty and will result

in service charges for repair.

If you do not immediately see the Display icon after clicking Control Panel, click Switch to Classic View on the left.
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| cannot play a DVD when using two screens

a You will not have a problem in the following situations:
Q When you use a CRT or an LCD display on its own.
Q When you play MPEG files which are recorded on the hard disk drive with Windows Media Player 10 or VAIO Zone.

The reading speed of CD/DVD-RWs is very slow

Generally, the reading speed of a CD/DVD-RW is slower than that of a -ROM or -R. The reading speed can also vary depending
on the type of format.

The disc tray does not eject even when the eject button is pressed

A Check that the computer is turned on.
Q The CD-writing application software may be stopping the disc from being ejected.
Q Make sure the computer is not in Standby or Hibernate mode.

The disc tray ejects even when it has been locked into place

Q Ensure that the disc is placed with the label side facing up.

A Clean the disc and the optical disc drive lens with an appropriate cleaner.
a The disc may be scratched. Place another disc to see if that is the reason.

There may be condensation in the drive. Remove the disc and leave the drive open for approximately one hour. Remove the
battery while you wait for the condensation to disappeatr.

My PC Card is not working

Make sure the PC Card is compatible with your version of Windows.

Troubleshooting the modem

My modem does not work or cannot establish a connection

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Check that the phone line is plugged into your computer.

Make sure that the modem is the only device connected to your phone line.

Check that the phone line is working. You can check the line by plugging in an ordinary phone and listening for a dial tone.
Check that the phone number the program is dialling is correct. The modem dialling mode may be incompatible with your
telephone line.

The modem may not work properly if you are with a Private Automatic Branch eXchange (PABX).

In the Phone and Modem Options dialog box (Control Panel / Printers and Other Hardware / Phone and Modem

Options), check that your modem is listed on the Modems tab, and that the location information is correct on the Dialing

Rules tab.
If you do not see the Phone and Modem Options icon, click Switch to Classic View on the left side.

We recommend you use country-specific phone plug to plug the phone line into the wall jack, because use of any other phone
plug can decrease the connection quality.

Your computer cannot be connected to a coin-operated telephone, and may not work with multiple phone lines or a private
branch exchange (PBX). If you connect the modem to a parallel connected phone line, the modem or the other connected
device may not function properly. Some of these connections may result in excess electrical current and could cause a
malfunction in the internal modem.
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a Only DTMF (Dual Tone Multi Frequency) signalling (tone dialling) is supported.

A The internal modem is intended to be used for data and fax communications using DTMF (Dual Tone Multi Frequency)
signalling (tone dialing) on the PSTN (Public Switched Telephone Network) networks in the following countries: Austria,
Belgium, Czech Republic, Denmark, Finland, France, Greece, Germany, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Luxembourg, Norway,
Portugal, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, the Netherlands and the United Kingdom.

Q If your computer is equipped with the flexible modem connector cover, do not pull it too forcefully.

My modem connection is slow

Many factors influence modem connection speed, including telephone line noise or compatibility with telephone equipment (such
as fax machines or other modems). If you think your modem is not connecting properly to other PC-based modems, fax machines,
or your Internet Service Provider, check the following:

Q Have your phone company check that your phone line is free from any line noise.

Q If your problem is fax-related, check that there are no problems with the fax machine you are calling and that it is compatible
with fax modems.

Q If you are having a problem connecting with your Internet Service Provider, check that the ISP is not experiencing technical
problems.

Q If you have a second phone line available, try connecting the modem to that line.

Q If the Bluetooth indicator is off, turn on the WIRELESS switch.

Q You cannot use the Bluetooth functionality when the computer is in a power saving mode. Return to normal mode, then turn
on the WIRELESS switch.

The connected device does not appear in the Bluetooth Device List

If the connected device is also connected to other devices, it may not appear on the Devices tab in the Bluetooth Device window
or you may not be able to communicate with the device.

I cannot find the Bluetooth device with which | want to communicate
Q Check that the Bluetooth functionality of the device with which you want to communicate is on. See the other device's manual
for more details.

Q If the device with which you want to communicate is already communicating with another Bluetooth device, it may not be found
or it may not be able to communicate with your computer.
Q To allow other Bluetooth devices to communicate with your computer, go to the Options tab in the Bluetooth Device window

and select the check box Allow Bluetooth devices to connect to this computer.
For more information on the Bluetooth Device window, see Communicating with Another Bluetooth Device (page 60).

The data transfer speed is slow

The data transfer speed depends on the obstacles and/or the distance between the two devices, but also on the radio wave
quality, the operating system or the software used. Try to move your computer or try to place the two devices closer.

4 The data transfer distance can be shorter than 10 meters depending on existing obstacles between the two devices, on radio
wave quality, on the operating system or the software used.

Q If the device with which you want to communicate is already communicating with another Bluetooth device, it may not be found
or it may not be able to communicate with your computer.

a Check that the Bluetooth functionality of the device with which you want to communicate is on. See the other device's manual
for more details.
File transmission and reception falil.

When transmitting a file with the Bluetooth File Forwarding Wizard, the receiving device must be set beforehand to receive
incoming transmissions.

To set a device to receive incoming transmissions

1 Start the computer and turn on the Bluetooth device.

2 Click Start, point to All programs, Accessories, and Communications, then click Bluetooth File Forwarding Wizard.
3 Click Next, select the check box next to Receive files, and click Next again.

The message The Bluetooth device requires authentication appears on the taskbar.

The target Bluetooth enabled device is requesting connection authentication. Mutual authentication is required to enable

Check if the WIRELESS (on models with the Bluetooth functionality*) or WIRELESS LAN (on models without the Bluetooth
functionality) switch is turned on and the WIRELESS LAN indicator is lit.

* See the printed Specifications sheet to see whether your model is equipped with the Bluetooth functionality.

The Wireless LAN Access Point and your computer cannot communicate

A Check if the WIRELESS (on models with the Bluetooth functionality*) or WIRELESS LAN (on models without the Bluetooth
functionality) switch is turned on and the WIRELESS LAN indicator is lit.

a Check if the power of the Access Point is turned on.

Q Check if the Access Point is displayed in the Available networks window.

To check this, click Start and then Control Panel.

Click Network and Internet Connections.

Click the Network Connections icon.

Right-click the Wireless Network Connection icon and select Properties.

Select the Wireless Networks tab.

Check if the Access Point is displayed in Available networks.
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Connection availability is affected by distance and obstructions. You may need to move your computer away from
obstructions or neared to any Access Point you may be using.

* See the printed Specifications sheet to see whether your model is equipped with the Bluetooth functionality.
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The data transfer speed is slow

Q The maximum communication speed can vary depending on the obstacles or the distance between the communication
devices, the radio waves, the operating system or the software you use. Remove the obstacle or make the distance between
the Access Point and your machine smaller.

Q Itis possible that your Access Point communicates at the same time with another Access Point. Read the manual of the
Access Point.

Q If several computers communicate with the same Access Point, the concentration may be too high. Wait a few minutes and
try to access again.

a If aWireless LAN device using the IEEE802.11g standard communicates with a device using the IEEE802.11b standard, then
it is normal that the speed reduces. Devices using the IEEE802.11g standard are 5 times faster than the ones using the
IEEE802.11b standard.

| cannot access the Internet
Q Check the settings of the Access Point. See the manual of the Access Point.

Q Check if your computer and the Access Point are communicating.
a Make the distance between the Access Point and your machine smaller.
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| cannot use a Wireless LAN network

Check if the Wireless Zero Configuration service is active.

To check the status of the Wireless Zero Configuration service

1 Click Start and then Control Panel.
The Control Panel window appears.
